Teachers are Great Decision Makers

Helen Adams Keller was born a healthy child in Alabama, on June 27,1880.

At the age of 19 months, Helen became deaf and blind as a result of scarlet fever. As
Helen grew from the time being a baby into childhood, she became wild. She would kick
and scream when angry, and giggle when happy.

Her family wanted their daughter to learn. They decided to help her and met the school's
director who suggested a teacher who was called Ann Sullivan to work with Helen.
Sullivan went to Keller's home in Alabama. Helen was six years old when Sullivan
began to teach her finger spelling. She started by bringing Helen a doll to touch it

and spell the word "doll”.

At first, Keller refused to cooperate with Sullivan's instruction. Finally, Sullivan asked
Helen's parents to allow her with Helen alone, so that Keller could concentrate only on
Sullivan's instruction. Therefore, Sullivan and Helen moved to a nearby cottage.

After a great struggle with Helen, a surprising event happened. Sullivan taught Keller
the word "water"; she helped her make the connection between the object and the
letters by taking Keller out to the water pump, and placing Keller's hand under the water
While Sullivan was flushing cool water over Keller's hand, she spelled out the word
w-a-t-e-r. By nightfall, she had learned 30 words.

It happens even at home, via smart phones, emails
texts, and social media, 24 hours a day. Cyber bullies use digital technology to annoy,
threaten, or humiliate others, unlike traditional bullying which used to occur in streets,
school yards or restaurants. Cyber bullying doesn’t require face-to-face contact.

Bullying can follow you anywhere so that.no place, not even home, makes you feel safe.
It's important to remember that you’re not alone. There are plenty of people who can help
you overcome the problem and retain your dignity.

How to deal with a bully?
There are many ways to deal with a bully. Firstly, you have to keep in mind that there is
no simple solution to bullying or cyber bullying. You don’t have to blame yourself.

It is not your fault, no matter what a bully says or does. The bully is the person with the
problem, not you. Secondly, try to find support and encouragement. Talking to a
parent, teacher, counselor, or other trusted adults doesn’t mean that you’'re weak.
Thirdly, take a break from your smart phone, computer, tablet, and video games.

Meet new people and connect with real friends who don't participate in any kind of
bullying and who share the same values and interests with you.

Clemical Symbels

Elements are represented by chemical symbols. Chemical symbols are a short way
of representing the elements. Each symbol consists of one or two letters, usually
taken from the element's name. The symbol for the element oxygen is O. The symbol
for hydrogen is H and for carbon is C. The symbol for aluminum is Al and for chlorine
is Cl. You should note that when two letters are used in a symbol, the first letter is
always capitalized but the second letter is never capitalized. Two letters are needed
for an element's symbol when the first letter of that element's name has already been
used, as the symbol for carbon is C, for calcium is Ca, and for copper is Cu.
Scientists often use the Latin name of an element to create its symbol. The symbol
for gold is Au. The Latin name for gold is aurum. The symbol for silver is Ag, from the
Latin word argentum. The Latin word for iron is ferrum. So the symbol for this
element is Fe.
